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TJM is starting an Anshei Mitzvah class in January. Whatõs the differ-
ence between Bar/Bat Mitzvah and Anshei Mitzvah? 
 
The words Bar/Bat Mitzvah literally mean òSon/Daughter of the Com-
mandment.ó  The concept of a Bar Mitzvah (referring only to males) 
finds its origins during the time of the Talmud (redacted in 500 CE).  
The Rabbis of the Talmud give reference to different mitzvot  

(commandments) that one was obligated to fulfill, but would not be required if one was 
a minor.  A minor was considered under the age of 13.  When a boy turned 13, he had 
reached the age in which he was responsible for fulfilling the mitzvot, and if he didnõt 
follow them, the onus was on him, rather than his father.  It was later in history, in the 
late Middle Ages, that the ceremony of a Bar Mitzvah came to be. 
 
The Bar Mitzvah, now of age would be called up to the Torah for an Aliyah to mark the 
transition from minor to one responsible for doing the mitzvot .  Yet regardless of wheth-
er he had a ceremony or not, when he turned 13 he was obligated to fulfill the mitzvot . 
Bat Mitzvah traditionally was bestowed upon a girl at age 12, and the first known Bat 
Mitzvah ceremony in the United States took place in 1921 for the daughter of Rabbi 
Mordecai Kaplan, who at the time was connected to the Conservative Jewish movement 
before founding the Reconstructionist movement.  Today in the Reform movement as 
we approach Judaism with gender equality, we mark the life cycle of Bar or Bat Mitzvah 
for both boys and girls at the age of 13.  For more information about the origins of Bar/
Bat Mitzvah, read this article: http://www.reformjudaism.org/origins -barbat-mitzvah.  
 
What then is Anshei Mitzvah?  Literally, it is òMen of the Commandment,ó or as we might 
say in a more egalitarian way, òPeople of the Commandment.ó The idea of Anshei Mitz-
vah is that just because one did not have a ceremony at the age of 13 for whatever rea-
son, it is not too late to learn Hebrew and be called to the Torah for an Aliyah.  Think of 
Anshei Mitzvah as an adult Bar/Bat Mitzvah.  
 
Who might choose to become Anshei Mitzvah? Women, who when they were 13 did not 
have the same opportunity to read from Torah as the boys did. Men, who when they 
were 13 did not have Bar Mitzvah opportunities, only Confirmation.  Women and men, who were not Jewish when 
they were 13 years old. Others, who have a variety of fascinating stories that bring them to this life cycle at this stage 
of adulthood.  
 
At TJM weõre starting our Anshei Mitzvah class on Tuesday, January 10, 2017.  Even if you celebrated a Bar, Bat or An-
shei Mitzvah ceremony before, you are welcome to join the classes and study along with the goals of leading prayers 
and chanting Torah. Cantorial Soloist Shawna Rosen and I will each teach for an hour on Tuesdays, 7:00-9:00 pm. You 
will learn Hebrew prayers, Torah cantillation, along with the structure, content and meaning of the worship service. A 
culminating service will be in the spring of 2018. The cost for the program is $360 and payment plans can be ar-
ranged.  We need at least six students to run the class and have a few more slots to fill.  If you have questions, feel 
free to call me at 847-676-1566 or email me at rabbimemisfoler@templejm.org.

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Social Action Commission Message

Months ago the TJM board voted to become a congregational supporter of Jewish Council on Urban Affairs 

(JCUA). In doing so, we have joined eight area synagogues in partnering with JCUA. For those not familiar 

with this organization, they are a not-for-profit group based in Chicago that work with diverse neighbor-

hoods and community groups to battle discrimination, antisemitism, poverty and other forms of oppres-

sion.  

 

At the December Social Action meeting we were fortunate to have Emma Drongowski from JCUA give a 

presentation of work and campaigns they have been doing and and will continue to work on with coalition 

partners.  The following is what the committee learned:  

 

Community Ventures Program (CVP) - Rebuilding Communities through Zero -Interest Loans 

These loans typically range from $50,000 to $100,000. To date, funds from CVP have made it possi-

ble for the construction, renovation and preservation of more than 3600 units of affordable housing 

in the Bronzville, Lawndale, Little Village, Pilsen, Uptown, Albany Park and Woodlawn neighbor-

hoods.    

 

Comprehensive Trauma Care Center on Chicagoõs South Side 

The University of Chicago Medical Center is expected to open in early 2018.  The center will serve 

residents in the South Side òtrauma desert.ó 

 

Illinois Domestic Bill of Rights 

This new law will include protections such as guaranteed minimum wage, one day of rest in seven 

and the right to recourse for victims of sexual harassment. 

 

JCUA does this and much more.  If you are interested in becoming a member (suggested donation is $18 

per year but no one is turned away for lack of funds) or would like to receive emails on the latest news and 

events, please email Emma Drongowski at emma@jcua.org or go directly to the JCUA website at 

www.jcua.org.
